Rectangle Loom Weaving-

 
Mark the middle nail with red nail polish for ease in finding when you start weaving. This is two squares woven together resulting in a rectangle. If your rectangle is a multiple of squares, mark the beginning of the next square. Once your initial path is formed, the weaving is easy!

The red line indicates where the square is on the loom. 

· The green line indicates how to start on the loom. I start with a slip knot over the top left nail. With a continuous loop of yarn from a center pull ball of yarn- take the yarn to the middle nail of the rectangle, (or if multiple squares- take it to the bottom corner of the first square.)

· Then take the yarn to the top right corner (indicated in blue), take the yarn counter clock-wise around that nail and bring it over and to the left side of the first warp thread. (indicated in purple)
· Take the loop up to the left side of the loom, catch the nail beneath the starter nail and carry the yarn over the warp to the nail next to the starter nail on the top long side. (indicated in purple)

· Now you will start weaving. If you know how to weave on a square loom, you know that you only weave on one side of the loom and the loop is carried over to the other side, back to the top of the opposite side and then woven again.....

· So, to begin a plain weave, place your crochet hook over the blue warp thread and under the purple warp thread. Pull the loop down to the nail to the right of the middle nail.
· Carry that loop over to the right side; catch the next bottom nail and then the next top nail.

· Now you will weave on the left square by placing your crochet hook over the purple warp and under the green warp and over the purple. Carry that loop to the left upper corner, catch the next bottom nail, take the loop to the next nail on the top rail and continue weaving!!

· When you have gotten the weaving completed, and you pull the yarn tail out at the bottom right corner, you will then need to cut a length of yarn- (with extra for fringe or weaving the end in) - that you will needle weave from the bottom left corner to the middle of the top rail in between your last pass on the left, (you will see two yarn passes/sheds that are the same.) This will correct that.

· Needle weave this strand of yarn in between your last pass on the left, (you will see two yarn passes that are the same.) This will correct that.

· Straighten those lines and pop it off the loom! You are done.
